RULES AND REGULATIONS OF THE COLLEGE

Punctuality must be strictly observed. The student must be present on the college premises, 5 minutes
before college day commences. Latecomers will not be permitted to enter the college campus.

Students are not permitted to leave the college premises during college hours without written permission
from the Principal.

Every student is required to attend Extra-curricular or Co-curricular activities in the prescribed uniform.
Information is obtained from the office upon request.

No student may be absent from class and college functions (except for any genuine reason).
Parent/guardian should fill in the absence record when the student goes to college.

Guardian or Visitor is not permitted to see the students or interview the Professors during college hours
without written permission of Principal. Parent/Guardian is advised to meet Professors only by prior
appointment.

Parent's attendance at Parent-Professor Meeting is compulsory.

The medium of communication on the college premises is English.

It is the responsibility of the students to keep the college campus clean and tidy.

Mobile phones are strictly prohibited on the college campus.

Extra tuition is available upon request and it is subject to availability of Professors and resources.

All students should come with a lunch box, snacks are not allowed.

RULES FOR ATTENDANCE

A Student will only be eligible to appear in the examinations if he/she has completed 90% attendance.

Leave for a student is granted only on a requisition addressed to the Principal through the Class Professor
submitted in time and duly signed by the Parent/Guardian.

In a case of illness, a medical certificate must be attached to the requisition. Long absences, except in the
case of illness will not be permitted.

The name of the student will be struck off from the rolls of college if he/she is absent for more than 10
days continuously without the sanction of leave.
